WATER SAVING
One or two intelligent flushes will be carried out depending on 
the time of use. If the use is between 1 and 10 seconds, the 
flow rate volume will be between 1,5 and 3 litres. If the use is 
longer than 10 seconds, the flow rate will be between 2 and 4 
litres. (note: water pressure should be between 3 and 6 bars).

CLEANING
When detection zone is cleared, an automatic flush is made. An 
efficient cleaning prevents possible bacterial infections.
If no use is detected in 24 hours, an automatic flush will be carried 
out to prevent dirt and bad smell.

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FUNCTIONING

FLUSH MODES

1. Detection ensuring time is 3 seconds.

2. Standard function: when a presence is detected for 3 seconds
the fluxor makes a 2 seconds flush. When the detection zone 
is cleared, flush will be:

A: 4 seconds if there are more users in the detection zone.       
B: 6 seconds if the area is empty.

3. If the fluxor is nor used for less than 1 minute, it will only make
1 final flush and the duration of it will be determined by the 
time of use (see points A and B).

The red light will flicker every 3 seconds when the sensor detects 
presence. First there is a 2 seconds flush, and when the detection 
zone is cleared another 6 seconds flush will take place.
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DETECTION AND SWITCH 
OFF INSTRUCTIONS:

1.Light will flicker one time 3 seconds
after the detection.

FUNCTIONING



When flow rate is low it could be 
adjusted by turning the control valve 
with a screwdriver. Right turn will 
reduce flow rate and left turn will 
increase it.

1.If a flow rate loss is detected it is recommended to clean the regulator's
filter.
2.Close the water valve before opening the regulator’s cover.
